SPECIFICATIONS:

All work, including frame, must not exceed 48” in either direction. Work must be framed (gallery
wrapped canvases with painted edges are considered framed - no staples) and ready to hang with
wire of adequate strength. No saw tooth hangers or taped on wire allowed.

NOTE: If you would like assistance with presentation of your work, please sign up for one of the
workshops scheduled for Saturday, January 30t or Saturday, February 6t by contacting MGAA at
744-9557. During these workshops assistance in matting and display will be provided.

If less than three entries per category are received, MGAA reserves the right to eliminate or
combine categories.

SALES

A 15% commission will be charged by MGAA on all sales. Price changes cannot be made after
delivery of artwork and all sales are final. NFS (not for sale) items must be clearly marked.

All work must remain on display throughout the exhibition; no work will be released before
March 25.

LIABILITY CLAUSE

Neither the Middle Georgia Art Association nor the Market City Café will be responsible for loss or
damage to works of art submitted for this exhibition during handling, storage and display.

PENALTIES

Artists whose work is not delivered for exhibition will not be given a refund. Artists who break
exhibition rules will be disqualified, their work will not be hung, and they will receive no refund.
Artists unable to attend the awards reception should have a representative present to accept on
their behalf.
